Lesson Plan Outline – TILT ’08-‘09

TITLE: “Abarat” Warmup Activity

AUTHOR:  Cody Loy

GRADE LEVEL: Seventh

APPROXIMATE TIME NEEDED:  Approximately 30 warmup sessions, 12-15 minutes each.

PREREQUISITES: Students do not need any prior knowledge or understanding of the technology and content being used.   

BRIEF OVERVIEW:  Students will listen to one chapter of the story per warmup as it is played using an ipod.  Pictures from the book will be shown during the reading using a document camera.   

OBJECTIVES: 

· Increase reading comprehension by practicing mental visualization of descriptions and narration  
· Support and check comprehension of the narrative using illustrations displayed to the whole class
·  Discuss, review, and assess student understanding through class and small group discussion
