TITLE: Crispin section 5 quiz review

GRADE LEVEL: 7th (Language Arts)

APPROXIMATE TIME NEEDED: 1 – 20 minute period

PREREQUISITES: Students have read and summarized section 5 of the novel  

BRIEF OVERVIEW: Students will use clickers to review the quiz questions for section 5 of the novel, Crispin, and participate in a discussion of the correct answers. 

OBJECTIVES:  By reviewing the questions for the quiz in multiple choice form and discussing the reasons for their choices, students will be prepared to take the quiz, and answer eight short answer questions.

INSTRUCTION/PROCEDURE:

1. Students will have completed reading and summarizing of the 5th section of the novel, Crispin.

2. Students will use assigned clickers to complete the review quiz.

3. After each question, we will check the answers and discuss how many students made the correct answer choice.

4. As a class, we will discuss and analyze why an answer was correct and how students could make the correct choice.

5. At the conclusion of the review, students will be familiar with possible correct responses to the questions that will be presented, which should give them more confidence in taking the quiz.

MODIFICATIONS FOR SPECIAL NEEDS STUDENTS:

This review covers the questions of the quiz in the exact words students  will see, giving students verbal support through class discussion and visual support by seeing the answers to the questions on the screen prior to taking the quiz.   

MODIFICATIONS FOR TAG STUDENTS:

This review provides students with the opportunity to discuss and evaluate the questions on a deeper level, and explain their thinking about the questions.  

MOTIVATION:  Clickers make class work more fun!
