TITLE: “En busca de los jardines de nuestras madres.” 

AUTHOR:  Guadalupe Jones

GRADE LEVEL: Seventh grade Spanish Immersion

APPROXIMATE TIME NEEDED: The total time needed are seven or eight days for this project.  The first three days students read the story in Spanish while taking margin notes and answering questions to check for understanding.  Then students make a drawing to represent one paragraph of the story and they  take a picture of their drawing using the document camera. Then students write an explanation of their drawing and include: drafting, revising, and editing. Next each student makes a podcost of their work, and all the work is presented on a Keynote presentation.

PREREQUISITES:  Students need to know several literary elements needed to: sintethize, analyze, interprete, and critique.  They also need to know what a tribute is in regard to literature.

BRIEF OVERVIEW:  This is a Language Arts class in Spanish where students will produce a Keynote presentation as a reaction to the the story “En busca de los jardines de nuestras madres.”  (In Search of our Mothers’ Gardens by Alice Walker)

OBJECTIVES:  Students will learn to use the document camera and they will learn how to use GarageBand to make a padcast and present their work to the rest of the class.

INSTRUCTION/PROCEDURE:

•The total time needed are seven or eight days for this project.  The first two days students read the story while taking margin notes. Then students answer comprehension questions where they are asked to interprete, sinthesize, analize,  and critique.  Next, students discuss ideas for making a drawing of a paragraph.  Students make a drawing and write their own interpretation of their drawing. Students write a rough draft, they edit and revise before publishing.

•The next day, students take a picture of their drawing using the document camera while the rest of the class is publishing their writing. Each student takes a turn using the document camera to take a picture of their work.

•  Now each student takes a turn making a podcast of their written work.

MODIFICATIONS FOR SPECIAL NEEDS STUDENTS:  For students with special needs, this assignment can be reduced into small segments.  Another student who can help him or her with the drawing or the podcast.
MODIFICATIONS FOR TAG STUDENTS: The gifted student can be challenged during the project.  He or she can be required to draw two or more pictures and he or she can write a more detailed interpretation using more literary skills.  Also the tag student can become an aid to other students.

MOTIVATION: Using technology motivates students.  They love to see their work on the big screen. They have the freedom to select the art and  writing they want to share with their peers. It places the students on the spot light and you became a facilitator.

HOW WILL THE TECHNOLOGY TOOL ENHANCE LEARNING? The technology tool will enhance learning by increasing  reading skills, writing skills, speaking skills, and teach organizational and planning skills.

ASSESSMENT: Students received a grade for every stage of the process and they will receive a final grade when their is work has a visual, and has a podcast.

REQUIRED HARDWARE: Computer, document camera, and projector.

REQUIRED SOFTWARE: Microsoft word, Garage Band, and Keynote.

REQUIRED TEACHER PREPARATION: A teacher must find a model to share with the students so students know the expectations.  Teacher must have the overhead projector, computer, and document camera hooked up and ready prior to class.  It is good idea to select one student before the class to be the first student to work with the document camera.

WEB SITES AND OTHER TECHNOLOGY: Access to the Internet is needed to obtain images or the time period.

OTHER MATERIALS: White paper for the drawings and color pencils.
