TITLE:  Using KeyNote to Enhance Oral Presentations

AUTHOR:  Dorothy Syfert 

GRADE LEVEL: 8th (can also be used at 6th and 7th)

APPROXIMATE TIME NEEDED:  Five 45-50 minute class periods for KeyNote explanation and creation; additional class periods for presentations (will vary depending on number of students)

PREREQUISITES: 

~completed research for oral presentation

BRIEF OVERVIEW:  Students choose a topic from the 1800’s, research the topic, write a paper, and give an oral presentation to the class.  One of the components of the project is for students to create a keynote slide show to enhance their oral presentation.  Students may work with a partner with the understanding that the presentation must be double the length.  After each day’s presentation, all students will place the most important event from each presentation on a timeline to reinforce chronology.

OBJECTIVES:

~Students will use KeyNote to create a slide show for classmates to view while listening to an oral presentation 

~Students will determine which key points of and effective visuals related to their topic should be included in the slide show

INSTRUCTION/PROCEDURE:

1) Explain objectives for the class

2) Show an example of an effective KeyNote slide show

3) Discuss components of an effective KeyNote slide show.  Be sure to emphasize:


a) using only key words/phrases

b) choosing effective illustrations

c) use only one or two types of transitions

d) keep the font consistent

e) the importance of creating a Bibliography slide for sources, including the illustrations

4) Show how to create a KeyNote presentation

5) Using information from their research, students create their own KeyNote slide show

6) Students give oral presentations, audience takes notes, and a timeline is also created by each student at the end of each day’s presentations

MODIFICATIONS FOR SPECIAL NEEDS STUDENTS:  Fewer slides and less information

MODIFICATIONS FOR TAG STUDENTS:  More slides and additional information,
MOTIVATION:  Students will realize how simple it is to create a high-quality presentation. 
HOW WILL THE TECHNOLOGY TOOL ENHANCE LEARNING?  Due to the ease of information manipulation, students will be more inclined to evaluate their work critically for effective details and organization.  Because of visuals, the historical information will be easier to comprehend.

ASSESSMENT:  Students will be graded on the effectiveness of their KeyNote slide show.  Plus, they will be scored using the state scoring guide for speeches.  

REQUIRED HARDWARE:  Computer Lab or Laptops 
REQUIRED SOFTWARE:  Keynote.

REQUIRED TEACHER PREPARATION:  Sign up for computers/laptops (if necessary), find or create an effective KeyNote example.  

WEB SITES AND OTHER TECHNOLOGY: Projector 

OTHER MATERIALS: If time allows, showing an ineffective slide show is very helpful in developing student understanding.
