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GRADE LEVEL: 7

APPROXIMATE TIME NEEDED:  4 class periods

· One day for reviewing the rating system and watching examples

· Two days for recording the three versions for each speech.

· One day for editing the versions into one video using Imovie.

PREREQUISITES: Students are expected to have a persuasive speech completed and prepared, and general knowledge of how to use Photobooth and Imovie

BRIEF OVERVIEW: The class will review the rating system for the state’s scoring speeches.  After viewing examples of youtube videos showing bad, average, and great speeches, students will begin practicing their speeches by videotaping themselves using Mac laptops and saving the recordings in Photobooth.  Students will need to save three recordings: a bad version (this should be done first to get rid of the nerves and to ease into the process, a version of an average speech (some mistakes, but okay overall), and finally a recording of a great speech.  Each student will edit the three versions into one video using Imovie afterward.  These finished products can be used to show students the levels of rating a speech based on the same speech/material, and it can also be used as a personal reference for practicing as well.

MODIFICATIONS FOR SPECIAL NEEDS STUDENTS: Some students will need extra time to prepare and perform the speeches for all three versions.  

MODIFICATIONS FOR TAG STUDENTS: Students who finish early are encouraged to add effects using Imovie to the their video to enhance it, or, assist other students who are struggling with working with the technology. 

MOTIVATION: HOW WILL THE TECHNOLOGY TOOL ENHANCE LEARNING? Students will watch other students their own age on Youtube to gain confidence for recording the speeches.  Also, the students choose the topics of the persuasive speeches.   Recording one’s self and watching it with friends at the end of the project is the final motivators.

ASSESSMENT: The videos will be graded on their completion of having three versions that demonstrate poor, moderate, and good speaking skills

REQUIRED HARDWARE: Laptop

REQUIRED SOFTWARE: Imovie, PhotoBooth

REQUIRED TEACHER PREPARATION:  Proficiency with the programs, obtaining computers

OTHER MATERIALS: notecards to use when speaking.
