TITLE: People Of Power Imovie Presentation

GRADE LEVEL: 8th Grade

APPROXIMATE TIME NEEDED: 1 week


PREREQUISITES:  Knowledge of Imovie, Garage Band, internet research skills, downloading photos from the internet, itunes or music from the web, a finished research paper on the accomplishments of a world known person.

BRIEF OVERVIEW: This is a follow up to the People Of Power lesson.  The students will have a research paper to use for an Imovie with photos/drawings and music to accompany their reading of their essay.

OBJECTIVES:  Students will demonstrate writing and speaking skills and the ability to produce an Imovie as part of their People Of Power project

1. Using completed essays, the students will begin to choose images and music to go with their writing.  They will create a storyboard prior to the production of the Imovie project.

2. A “People Of Power” community event will be the culminating activity.  Students will present their Imovies to parents, staff, and students as an evening event as part of a Spring Festival or at our school it is called, “Family Fun Night.”

MODIFICATIONS FOR SPECIAL NEEDS STUDENTS: These students will receive more practice time when recording and modifications will be made with their storyboards and recording times.

 MODIFICATIONS FOR TAG STUDENTS: Because of the nature of this project no specific modifications need to be met.

MOTIVATION: Using a different medium to present is always a motivating factor when working on a project.

HOW WILL THE TECHNOLOGY TOOL ENHANCE LEARNING?  Technology will enhance the planning, organization, writing, and presentation skills.

ASSESSMENT: A speaking rubric will be used as well as a scoring guide for the storyboard.

REQUIRED HARDWARE: computers, project, document camera

REQUIRED TEACHER PREPARATION: Teachers should have a high level of comfort with the software and have all the necessary hardware available.  A finished model to share with the students would be best.
