TITLE:  Poetry - Keynote Presentation

AUTHOR:  Barbara Whitlock


GRADE LEVEL:  6th

APPROXIMATE TIME NEEDED:   - 3 - 45 minute class sessions (part of a poetry unit)

PREREQUISITES: Completion of 5 poems

BRIEF OVERVIEW: Students will create a Keynote presentation of two of their original poems.  The Keynote will subsequently be presented to the class.

Students will choose 2 poems they’ve written for class and create a Keynote presentation to share with the class.  They will include an illustration, create a “soundtrack” and record themselves reading their poems using Garage Band, and incorporate all elements into their 2 Keynote pages.
INSTRUCTION/PROCEDURE: 

1. Think/Pair/Share with document camera

Jot down answers to the following on scrap paper:

· What are your favorite and least favorite types of poetry we’ve learned about?

· What do you like/dislike about them?

· What is your favorite poem you’ve written for this class?

Share your answers with someone next to you. Ask for volunteers to share what they talked about and copy onto page under the document camera.

2. Keynote Project

· Introduce students to Keynote Project

· Show example of a finished Keynote Project

· Show rubric scoring guide

· Review Keynote insructions

· Demonstrate how to type finished poetry into a Keynote page.

- Type your poems into Keynote: Use directions on your table for further instructions on creating your Keynote. 
MODIFICATIONS FOR SPECIAL NEEDS STUDENTS - Each of the students will be able to work at their own pace and level.  Students will choose how complicated their Keynotes will be.
MODIFICATIONS FOR TAG STUDENTS - Tag students will be able to expand their Keynotes creating additional pages for their poems.

Motivation:  Students will be motivated because we will be using the Smartboard, laptops, Keynote and Internet browsers.

HOW WILL THE TECHNOLOGY TOOL ENHANCE LEARNING?  Technology will enhance the learning in presentation, writing skills, and assessment.

ASSESSMENT: Students will create a Keynote presentation of two of their poems and present it to the class.
