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APPROXIMATE TIME NEEDED: One class period 

PREREQUISITES:  Students must have notes of the material being

reviewed.

BRIEF OVERVIEW:  This is a Social Studies class where students read and discussed the material being taught in addition to taking notes.  Students have two worksheets to demonstrate comprehension  and understanding of the material. 

OBJECTIVES: Students will be reviewing the material using the

clickers the day before the test.

INSTRUCTION/PROCEDURE:

The total time needed is three days for this project.  The first day students read the material on the textbook as they take notes of the vocabulary words and teacher explains or clarifies the material.  The next day students have two worksheets, one on vocabulary and one for comprehension.  The third day we review material with the clickers.
MODIFICATIONS FOR SPECIAL NEEDS STUDENTS:  

For students with 504 plans or special needs, the students can have a copy of the material in written form and he or she can be allowed to re-do the activity by himself or herself and allow those students more time for the activity.
MODIFICATIONS FOR TAG STUDENTS: 

Writing some of the comprehension questions for the class can challenge the gifted student and he or she can become an assistant to another student.

MOTIVATION:  Students like to see immediate results.  They are able to see if they chose the correct answer or not.   

HOW WILL THE TECHNOLOGY TOOL ENHANCE LEARNING?  The technology will enhance learning because the students see if they are ready for the test or if they need to study more.

ASSESSMENT:  Students receive a grade for every part of the assignment, for the notes, the participation reading, completing the worksheets and using the clickers.  I have assigned a clicker to each student and this allows me to print a record of each student.

REQUIRED HARDWARE: A set of clickers for the class, a computer, an airliner, and a projector.

REQUIRED SOFTWARE: CPS program needs to be installed prior to using the clickers.

REQUIRED TEACHER PREPARATION: The teacher needs one prep period to write the questions and have them ready for the students before the class.

WEB SITES AND OTHER TECHNOLOGY:  During the presentation of the material for the Social Studies Unit, an Internet site from the textbook company can be used to supplement material or a teacher can find material on Learn360 digital media to enhance the visual images of the lesson.

OTHER MATERIALS: I like to invite guest speakers from the different countries to demonstrate to students that it is important to know the culture of the country being taught.  Students sometimes do visual presentations for the class, or simulations, which help students, understand the material from their own perspective.
