TITLE:  Students stories and podcasts of Rikki Tikki Tavi

AUTHOR: Guadalupe Jones

GRADE LEVEL: 7th grade Spanish Immersion

APPROXIMATE TIME NEEDED: Six class periods

PREREQUISITES:  Students read the short story Rikki Tikki Tavi written by Rudyard Kipling.

BRIEF OVERVIEW: This is a Language Arts class that is thought in Spanish.  Students read Rikki Tikki Tavi and the teacher explains material with new vocabulary using pictures from the Internet e.g. bungalow, a mongoose, a weasel, etc. Students will demonstrate comprehension of the story by producing a padcost with pictures retelling the story on their own words.

OBJECTIVES: Students will learn to use the document camera to take pictures of drawings they made of the story and will do a podcast retelling their own version of the story to demonstrate comprehension.

INSTRUCTION/PROCEDURE:  The total time needed for this project six days. The first two days students read the story aloud taking turns, as needed the teacher assists explaining material on the reading. The third day, students answer comprehension questions in writing.  The fourth day, students draw a sheet with six drawings representing the story.

The fifth day, students write their script to use with the podcost.  The sixth day the students take pictures of their drawings and do a podcast of their story.

MODIFICATIONS FOR SPECIAL NEEDS STUDENTS:  The teacher or another student whom the teacher assigns to be an assistant, can assist students who need help. The workload can be reduced by half if needed.
MODIFICATIONS FOR TAG STUDENTS:  The gifted student can be challenged by requiring him or her to do a more detail story with more in depth sentences and more drawings.

MOTIVATION: Students will be motivated because for some this is the first time they are using the document camera or making a podcost.  Students who want can have a copy of their finished podcost on their own ipod.

HOW WILL THE TECHNOLOGY TOOL ENHANCE LEARNING? 

The technology will enhance learning by providing a variety of new strategies to demonstrate comprehension.  Students need to understand the story completely before they are able to retell it using their own words.  Students like to see their finish work being published and now they can see their drawings and hear their voice.
ASSESSMENT:  Assessment takes place at each part of the project takes place.  Students receive a grade for reading the story, answering comprehension questions, making their drawings, writing their script, and making their podcast.

REQUIRED HARDWARE:  Computers and document cameras.

REQUIRED SOFTWARE: Garage Band, iPhoto 

REQUIRED TEACHER PREPARATION: The teacher needs to know how take pictures with the document camera, how to use iPhoto, and how to use Garage Band. 

WEB SITES AND OTHER TECHNOLOGY:  I used the Internet to obtain visuals to explain vocabulary.  One student worked with me after school to create a sample podcost for the rest of the class.

OTHER MATERIALS:  White paper, rulers, color pencils for students to produce their drawings.
