TITLE:  Vocabulary Review

AUTHOR:  Anne Glassow

GRADE LEVEL:  6th

APPROXIMATE TIME NEEDED:  1-20minute session

PREREQUISITES:  Knowledge of vocabulary words to be reviewed

BRIEF OVERVIEW: Students will use to clickers to review 20 of 60 possible words learned in 3 previous lessons using the Sadler-Oxford vocabulary book.

OBJECTIVES:  Students will be able to identify the correct definition of the 20 chosen vocabulary words.

INSTRUCTION/PROCEDURE: 

1. Students will have already completed lessons 1-3 in the Sadler-Oxford vocabulary book.

2. Students will use assigned clickers to complete the review quiz.

3. After each question, we will check the right answer and see how many students answered correctly.

4. As a class, we can then analyze and discuss why an answer is correct or why students chose one answer over another.

5. At the conclusion of the review, students will know immediately how they did and I will know which words they have yet to gain competency.
