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GRADE LEVEL: 8th Grade

APPROXIMATE TIME NEEDED:  1 – 15 minute session 

PREREQUISITES: Knowledge of vocabulary words prior to review 

BRIEF OVERVIEW: Students will use clickers to review 25 words learned in the last three vocabulary lessons.  The vocabulary words to be reviewed will be used in a sentence.  Students will look at context clues.

OBJECTIVES: Students will be able to identify the correct definition by using context clues.

INSTRUCTION/PROCEDURE:

1. Students will have already been introduced to 25 words over a three-week period.

2. Students will use assigned clickers to complete the review quiz.

3. After each question, we will check the right answer and see how many students answered correctly.

4. As a class, we can then analyze and discuss the answers and the context clues in the sentences.

5.  After the review, the students will get immediately feedback on their word mastery and I will know which words they need more practice with.

MODIFICATIONS FOR SPECIAL NEEDS STUDENTS:  

Each of the students will be able to work at their own pace and level.

MODIFICATIONS FOR TAG STUDENTS: 

Each student will be able to work at their own pace and level.

MOTIVATION: Students will be motivated because we will be using the clickers.
